
Memorandum of Understanding

On the Korea-China Young Scientist Exchange Program

Between

the Ministry of Science and Technology

of the Republic of Korea

and the Ministry of Science and Technology

of the Peoples’ Republic of China


The Ministry of Science and Technology of the Republic of Korea and the Ministry of Science and Technology of the Peoples’ Republic of China(hereinafter referred to as the Parties), desiring to carry out the Young Scientist Exchange Program, have reached a Memorandum of Understanding as follows:

Ⅰ. Background of the Program

The Exchange Program was designed in accordance with the Agreement of the Ministers at the First Meeting of the Korea-China Joint Committee on Scientific and Technological Cooperation held on November 5,1993, in Beijing , China.

Ⅱ. Purpose of the Program

The Parties will be able to enhance the level of science and technology in their respective countries through a regular exchange of researchers to give them an opportunity to accumulate scientific knowledge and experience.

Ⅲ. Outline of the Program 

A. Managing Organizations

To more effectively carry out this program, the Parties shall assign the execution of the program to the following agencies.

   The Republic of Korea: Korea Science and Engineering

Foundation (KOSEF)

   The Peoples’ Republic of China: Ministry of Personnel (MOP)

B. Training period: one year

C. Participants

10 persons per year for each country within the budget

D. Qualifications

Participants of both countries shall

(a) be nominated by their government

(b) hold a doctoral degree and have some experience in the fields of science and technology

(c) be in principle less than 40 years of age

(d) have a good command of the spoken and written language of the host country, or English

(e) be in good health both physically and mentally, to undertake research projects

E. Priority shall be given to the following research areas:

Korea: Electronics and Telecommunications, Mechanics, Physics, etc.

China: Space science, Materials science, Electronics, Biotechnology, Chemistry, etc.

F. Working directions

Under the overall guidance of the project manager, the participants will carry out research as staff members of an approved project relevant to the field of his/her specialization.

G. Training institutes

(a) Government-supported research institutes

(b) Universities

(c) Private corporate research institutes

Ⅳ. Expenses

     Travel to and stay in Korea by Chinese scientists

- Round-trip air ticket    : Chinese side

- Living allowance         : Korean Government

- Medical insurance        : Korean Government

- Family allowance         : Korean Government

- Institution fee          : Korean Government

(a) Travel to and stay in China by Korean scientists

- Round-trip air ticket    : Korean Government

- Living allowance         : Korean Government

- Medical insurance        : Korean Government

- Family allowance         : Korean Government

- Housing                  : Chinese Government

Ⅴ. Application procedure

Each government will present a list of candidates to the other side. Based on this list, the receiving party will select the final participants after reviewing the nomination applications.

3 months prior to the beginning of training, each nominee must submit 3 copies of the application paper to relevant government agencies of their countries.

Ⅵ. Date of effect and period of validity

This Memorandum will enter into force from the data of signing and will be valid for two (2) years thereafter.

It will be further extended for a period of two years unless one of the contracting parties notifies the other in writing of its intention to terminate the agreement six months before the end of the first two years.

This Memorandum, originally signed in duplicate in Beijing, in the English language, on the 5th day of February, 1995, and in December, 1998, was signed on the 17th day of November, 2000.
